	Preliminary activities notification and responsibilities

	Under regulation 52 of the Petroleum Regulations 2020, an interest holder intending to carry out low impact activities on land must notify each designated person (for the area of land affected by the proposed activities) using this notice. 
This notice must be given to a designated person:
· at least 14 days before the low impact activities are due to commence
· in accordance with regulation 59 of the Petroleum Regulations 2020. 
The low impact activities may not commence until the 15th day after the notice is given, in order to provide a full 14 days’ notice in accordance with subsection 28(1) of the Interpretation Act 1978.
Under regulation 53 of the Petroleum Regulations 2020, when conducting low impact activities an interest holder must:
· not drive a vehicle off an existing road/track without written consent from the designated person
· ensure that any low impact activities are carried out in a way that minimises the disturbance of the lawful rights and activities of an owner or occupier of the land
· backfill any hole created with remaining soil/material extracted when creating the hole, as soon as possible.
Under regulation 55 of the Petroleum Regulations 2020 low impact activities must be carried out in a way that minimises the disturbance of livestock or any pastoral operations associated with livestock.
