· you do not satisfy the above
· the Minister has refused to grant an Environmental Approval relating to the mining activity for which the licence is sought.
An application for a tailored condition environmental mining licence (licence) must be accompanied by an assessment of the environmental risks and impacts associated with the mining activity. This application form will assist an applicant to identify those risks and impacts, and mitigation measures to address those risks and impacts. 
All fields in the form must be completed unless indicated otherwise. Failure to complete all relevant fields may result in a refusal to accept the application under section 124ZE(6) of the EP Act. The Minister may request additional information under section 124ZF if it is considered necessary to assess the application. This may lead to a longer decision timeframe. If the applicant does not provide the requested information within the specified timeframe, the assessment will continue and a decision will be made based on the information available at the time.
Information included in an application will be used to calculate the mining security required under the EP Act. 
Under sections 124ZE(3)(f) and (g) of the EP Act respectively, applications for a tailored condition licence must include a rehabilitation plan relating to exploration activities, and a closure plan relating to extractive and mining activities (as applicable). 
A decision on this application will be made within 120 business days of receipt of the application - plus the relevant public exhibition period - where all necessary information to assess the application has been provided. Request/s for additional information to assess the application may result in an extended decision timeframe. A tailored condition licence application and any additional information required under the EP Act in relation to the application will be published and available for public comment as soon as practicable after submission, in accordance with regulation 233T(5)(b): 25 business days for exploration and extractive operations, and 30 business days for mining operations.
An application may be considered where the mining activity relates to a referred action or proposal subject to environmental impact assessment and environmental approval processes. However, a licence cannot be granted until the environmental impact assessment and environmental approval processes have been completed. 
The Minister may grant (or refuse to grant) a licence in accordance with sections 124ZG, 124ZI and 124ZL of the EP Act. The Minister must consider any public submissions made in relation to the application in determining whether to grant a licence. The licence may be granted subject to conditions the Minister thinks are necessary and convenient to manage the environmental risks and impacts of the mining activity. The environmental (mining) licence remains in force for the period of the mining activity.
Important note: a granted licence will not take effect until:
i. Any required mining security has been paid; and
ii. A notice of authority to commence or continue the mining activity is issued under the Minerals Titles Act 2010.
